SCOTTISH OPEN TO ALLOW 650 FANS PER DAY

A limited number of fans
will be allowed to attend
the Scottish Open at the
Renaissance Club in East
Lothian next week, the Fu-
ropean Tour said recently.

The European Tour gave
the green light to the trial
with 650 spectators per day
for the Rolex Series tour-
nament, which has been
rescheduled from its usual
July date to Oct. 1-4.

There have been no fans
in attendance at any of the
European or US PGA Tour
events since professional
golf resumed in June after
the Covid-19 shutdown,
with strict bio-secure pro-
tocols enforced at each of
the tournament venues.

“The tournament will

follow an inner and outer
bubble protocol to allow
spectator access to the
site,” the European Tour
said in a statement.

“Players, caddies, me-
dia and essential staff will
remain within the tourna-
ment or ‘inner’ bubble and
be subject to the European
Tour’s stringent testing and
health protocols.

“Spectators will remain
in a second ‘outer’ bubble
to maintain distance from
those within the tourna-
ment bubble.”

The Tour confirmed
fans will undergo daily
temperature checks and
follow social distancing
rules at the venue.
