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PWM progress

Future mandatory PWMs
The PWM will be extended to the 
waste management, food services, 
and retail sectors, with 
recommendations to come later 
this year. No timeline for 
implementation has been 
announced yet.

Voluntary PWMs
Apart from the mandatory PWMs, 
the labour movement has 
previously rolled out voluntary 
PWMs for other union clusters, 
including hospitality and consumer 
business; transport and logistics; 
healthcare; education; marine 
engineering; and the oil, petroleum, 
energy and chemical cluster.
