Pilot Case A
Delivery of parcels on the 
NUS campus through 
Skyways network.
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1. The Skyways 
drone is an 
octocopter 
(eight rotors) 
that carries air 
transport 
containers on 
its underside.

2. The drone flies a 
fully automated 
route, landing 
on a designated 
landing pad.

3. Once landed, 
the drone is 
unloaded 
automatically.

4. End customers 
receive a 
notification on their 
mobile phones to 
pick up the parcel at 
the parcel station.

Drones will operate using 
defined ‘aerial corridors’.
